8. On the basis of the attached classification document, the Swedish Medical Products Agency proposes that
the substances gidazepam and desalkylgidazepam shall be classified as narcotic drugs under the Narcotic
Drugs Control Act (1992:860), and the Narcotic Drugs Penal Act (1968:64) and shall be included in the



Narcotic Drugs Control Ordinance (1992:1554).

It is proposed that gidazepam and desalkylgidazepam should belong to the hypnotics and tranquillisers
group. 

For both substances, there is scientific documentation supporting the narcotic drugs criteria. 

Gidazepam and desalkylgidazepam have been seized by both the Swedish Police Authority and Swedish
Customs. The National Board of Forensic Medicine has reported that desalkylgidazepam has been detected
in two poisoning deaths in which desalkylgidazepam was assessed to have contributed to the death along
with other drugs. The Swedish Medical Products Agency points out that there is discussion about both
gidazepam and desalkylgidazepam in different online forums concerning use for the purpose of achieving
intoxication.

Given the danger posed to human health, the aim of the classification is to restrict the use of the substances
listed in the Ordinance. 

9. Classification will mean, inter alia, that the substance may not be imported or held in possession without
special permission from the Swedish Medical Products Agency. 

Please note that only the substances listed next to a vertical line in the left margin of the draft Ordinance are
additions to the attached Ordinance. The other substances are already included therein. The classification of
4-bromomethcathinone (4-BMC) fully implements Commission Delegated Directive (EU) 2025/2062 of
14 October 2025 amending the Annex to Council Framework Decision 2004/757/RIF as regards the
inclusion of new psychoactive substances in the definition of drug.
