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Amendments to the Regulations of the Minister of the Environment
and repeal
in connection with the amendment of the list of waste

This Regulation is enacted on the basis of Sections 2(5), 29(4), 26^1(4), 73(5) and 104 of the
Waste Act and Section 172(5) of the Water Act.

§ 1.  Amendment  of  Regulation  No  70  of  the  Minister  for  the  Environment  of  14
December 2015 on the procedure for classifying waste and on the list of waste

Regulation No 70 of the Minister for the Environment of 14 December 2015 on the procedure
for classifying waste and the list of waste is amended as follows:

1) The title of the regulation shall read:
“Procedures for the classification of waste and for the sampling of waste and Listing of
waste1”;

2) in the preamble to the Regulation, “...Section 261(4) and Section 104” are added after the
words ‘Section 2(5)’;

3) Section 1 is worded as follows:
“This Regulation establishes the procedure for the classification of waste, the sampling of
waste and the list of waste, and regulates the classification of waste as hazardous and non-
hazardous.”;

4) in § 2, points 8 and 9 shall be added and read as follows:
“8)  persistent  organic  pollutants  –  the  substances  listed  in  Annex  I  to  Regulation  (EU)
2019/1021 of the European Parliament and of the Council on persistent organic pollutants (OJ
L  169,  25.06.2019,  pp.  45-77)  and  polychlorinated  dibenzo-p-dioxins  and  dibenzofurans
(PCDDs/PCDFs);
9)  waste  containing  persistent  organic  pollutants  –  waste  containing  substances  listed  in
Annex IV to Regulation (EU) 2019/1021 of the European Parliament and of the Council in
concentrations equal to or exceeding the limit values set out in that Annex, and to which the
requirements set out in Annex V to that Regulation apply.”;

5) The title of section 3 shall be worded as follows:
“Section 3 General requirements for waste classification and waste sampling and the list
of waste”;



6) subsections (5) to (7) are added to section 3 in the following wording:
“(5) For the classification of waste, samples may be taken in accordance with standard EVS-
EN  14899,  technical  reports  CEN/TR  15310-1:2006,  CEN/TR  15310-2:2006,  CEN/TR
15310-3:2006,  CEN/TR 15310-4:2006  or  CEN/TR 15310-5:2006  or  any  other  equivalent
standard or technical report.

(6) The traceability and verification of waste sampling is ensured if the requirements of the
standard or technical report specified in subsection 5 of this Section or any other equivalent
internationally accepted standard or technical report are complied with.

(7)  If the standards or technical reports referred to in subsection 5 of this section have not
been followed, or have been followed only in part, when taking samples for the classification
of waste, an alternative sampling method may be used, provided that it ensures an equivalent
result and its traceability and verifiability are guaranteed by the sampling documentation.”;

7) In § 4 para. 1 is worded as follows:
“(1)  Waste  types  are  identified  by  the  two-  and  four-digit  codes  of  the  sections  and
subsections of the waste list, as well as by the six- and eight-digit codes accompanied by
descriptions.” “There are four classification levels.”;

8)  Section 5(1) is amended by adding the words ‘or, where an eight-digit code number is
available, an eight-digit code number’ after the words ‘six-digit’;

9) subsection (7) is added to Section 5 to read as follows:
“(7) The following conditions apply to waste for which a note is included in the “Remarks”
column of the waste list:
1) “M” refers to waste which is considered to be metal waste within the meaning of Section
104 of the Waste Act and which is subject to the special conditions laid down in Section 3 of
Chapter 6 and Chapter 8 of the Waste Act;
2) the  indication  “P”  applies  to  waste  which  is  considered  to  be  waste  generated  from
products  of  concern  listed  in  § 25(1)  of  the  Waste  Act  and  which  is  subject  to  specific
extended producer responsibility requirements;
3) “POS” refers to wastes that may contain persistent organic pollutants within the meaning of
Regulation (EU) 2019/1021 of the European Parliament and of the Council and for which
compliance with the limit values set out in Annex IV to that Regulation is to be assessed.

10) in the title of Section 6, the words “and the precautionary principle” are added after the
word “classification”;

11)  in Section 6(1) 1), the text “in Commission Regulation (EU) No 1357/2014 replacing
Annex III  to  Directive  EC of  the European Parliament  and of  the  Council  on waste  and
repealing  certain  Directives  (OJ  L 365,  19.12.2014,  p. 89-96  –  hereinafter  Commission
Regulation (EU) 1357/2014),” is replaced by the text ‘in Annex III to Directive EC of the
European Parliament and of the Council on waste and repealing certain Directives (OJ L 312,
22.11.2008,  p. 3-30)  –  hereinafter  Directive  EC,  and  in  the  acts  of  the  European  Union
established for its amendment and implementation’



12) In § 6 para. 3 is worded as follows:
“(3) In the case of pure metal alloys in a compact state, the hazardous properties of the waste
shall be assessed taking into account the availability of substances and their leaching potential
in accordance with Annex III to Directive 2008/98/EC and the European Union legislation
amending and implementing it.  Where appropriate,  the leachability  of substances shall  be
assessed on the basis of the relevant test methods. Metal alloy waste classified as hazardous
waste shall be separately listed and marked with an asterisk in the list of waste.”;

13) In paragraph 6(4), the words “pursuant to § 265 (10) of the Water Act” are replaced by the
words “in a regulation established pursuant to § 83 of the Water Act”;

14) subsections (5) and (6) are added to section 6 in the following wording:
“(5) The precautionary principle shall apply to waste which cannot be classified as hazardous
or  non-hazardous  waste  using  the  method  described  in  §  6(1)  of  this  Regulation,  in
accordance with the conditions set out in § 7, and for which it is not possible to determine or
assess whether they contain hazardous substances or possess hazardous properties.

(6) “Waste that meets the criteria set out in subsection 5 of this section shall be classified as
hazardous waste.”;

15) In paragraph 7(1), the words “as set out in Commission Regulation (EU) No 1357/2014”
are replaced by “in accordance with Annex III to Directive 2008/98/EC and the European
Union legislation adopted to amend and implement it, including Commission Regulation (EU)
No 1357/2014” and the words “criteria” are replaced by “of criteria”;

16) In § 7 para. 2 is worded as follows:
“(2) The assessment of the hazardous properties HP4, HP6 and HP8 shall be carried out in
accordance with the concentration limits for substances laid down in Annex III to Directive
2008/98/EC and in the European Union legislation implementing that Directive. Substances
whose content in waste is below the appropriate consideration limits shall not be taken into
account  for  the  determination  of  a  hazardous  property,  unless  otherwise  provided  for  in
European Union legislation.”;

17) in Section 7(4), the text “For the purposes of assessing HP14 in accordance with Part 4 of
Annex I to the CLP Regulation, the multiplication factor shall be considered to be equal to
one (M=1)” is replaced by the text “including, where applicable, the multiplication factors
(M-factors). If no M-factor has been assigned to a substance, the M-factor is taken to be equal
to one (M=1).”;

18)  in  paragraphs  5  and  6  of  Section  7,  the  words  “Commission  Regulation  (EU)  No
1357/2014” shall be replaced by “Annex III to Directive 2008/98/EC and the European Union
legislation adopted to amend and implement it”;

19)  in  subsection 8(3),  the  words  “either  a  waste  permit  or  an  integrated  environmental
permit” shall be replaced by the words “an environmental protection permit”;

20) Annex “List of Waste” of the Regulation is replaced by Annex 1 to this Regulation;



21) the technical note to the Regulation shall be supplemented with the following text:
“Directive (EU) 2015/1535 of the European Parliament and of the Council  laying down a
procedure for the provision of information in the field of technical regulations and of rules on
Information Society services (OJ L 241, 17.9.2015, p. 1-15).”

§ 2.  •  Regulation  No  24  of  the  Minister  of  the  Environment  of  19  July  2017
“Requirements for the manufacture of a product from wastewater sediments”.

Annex 1 to Regulation No 24 of the Minister of the Environment of 19 July 2017 entitled
“Requirements for the manufacture of a product from sewage sludge” is replaced with Annex
2 of the current Regulation.

§ 3. Amendments to Regulation No 29 of the Minister of the Environment of 31 July
2019  on  “Quality  limit  values  and  requirements  for  use  of  sewage  sludge  used  in
greenery, recultivation and agriculture”:

The  following  amendments  will  be  made  to  Regulation  No  29  of  the  Minister  of  the
Environment of 31 July 2019 on “Quality limit values and requirements for use of sewage
sludge used in greenery, recultivation and agriculture”:

1)  The Annex to the Regulation,  “List  of waste codes for sewage sludge”,  is replaced by
Annex 3 to this Regulation;

2) the technical note to the Regulation shall be supplemented with the following text:
“Directive (EU) 2015/1535 of the European Parliament and of the Council  laying down a
procedure for the provision of information in the field of technical regulations and of rules on
Information Society services (OJ L 241, 17.9.2015, p. 1-15).”

Section 4 Amendment of Regulation No 21 of the Minister for the Environment of 21
April  2004  “Requirements  for  recovery  or  disposal  at  source  of  certain  types  and
quantities  of  non-hazardous  waste  for  which  the  holding  of  a  waste  permit  is  not
mandatory if the waste is treated accordingly”

The  following  amendments  are  made  to  Regulation  No  21  of  the  Minister  for  the
Environment of 21 April 2004 “Requirements for the recovery or disposal at source of certain
types  and  quantities  of  non-hazardous  waste  for  the  relevant  management  of  which  the
holding of a waste permit is not mandatory”:

1) Annex 4 replaces Annex 1 to the current Regulation;

2) the technical note to the Regulation shall be supplemented with the following text:
“Directive (EU) 2015/1535 of the European Parliament and of the Council  laying down a
procedure for the provision of information in the field of technical regulations and of rules on
Information Society services (OJ L 241, 17.9.2015, p. 1-15).”

Section 5  Repeal  of  Regulation  No 26  of  the  Minister  of  the  Environment  of
19 August 2016 “Specified list of metal waste”

Regulation No 26 of the Minister for the Environment of 19 August 2016, “Specified List of
Metal Waste”, is repealed.



Section 6 Repeal of Regulation No 49 of the Minister for the Environment of 2 July 2007
on the “Specified List of Waste Arising from Problem Products”

Regulation No 49 of the Minister for the Environment of 2 July 2007, “Specified List of
Waste Arising from Problem Products”, is hereby repealed.

Section 7 Entry into force of the Regulation
The Regulation shall enter into force on 1 January 2027.
